Through the generous efforts of Education professor
Dr. Wendy Saul, this 6000-volume collection of juvenile
science literature is one of the largest in existence.

Named for the Newbery Award winning author, the Jean
Craighead Children’s Science Collection is searchable in the
library catalog, or just by physically browsing the shelves on
the 5" floor of the library. Education students are the primary
users of this fine collection, but anyone is welcome to check
out these books. Topics include weather, air and space,
botany, health sciences, oceans, rivers, animals, insects, fish,
rocks, and many more aspects of nature and science.
